The Dangers of Dogs Riding in Open Truck Beds

A dog riding in the bed of a truck is dangerous for the dog as well as motorists. A swerve, bump, or sudden stop can jolt the dog out resulting in his injury or death or cause an accident by a driver trying to avoid hitting the fallen dog.

It’s estimated that 100,000 dogs are killed each year in accidents involving riding in truck beds.  And this number does not take into account the vast number of serious injuries sustained such as internal injuries, broken legs and joint injuries that often result in amputation. 

Even when tethered, broken necks are a common occurrence when there is a collision or quick stop and the dog is thrown out of the bed. 
If the dog must ride in the truck bed, a kennel securely mounted or, at the very least, a harness and short cross tie will protect him from being thrown out. These common sense precautions take only a few moments and can prevent pet injuries and death, costly veterinarian bills, and traffic accidents.
